Class sizes are 
kept small in order to insure direct individual assis-
tance. The curriculum is designed to artistically chal-
lenge children and young adults, ages seven through 
eighteen.
	 One week painting and drawing sessions will 
be offered at the studio this summer. The sessions 
will run Monday through Friday, students may arrive 
anytime after 8:00 am and pick up time is at 5:00 pm.
	 Each morning we will explore shape and color 
relationships through landscape and figure composi-
tions. Students will paint and draw both in the studio 
and outside (weather permitting).
	 Since exposure to many forms of artistic ex-
pression is an intricate part of creative learning, stu-
dents will go on a field trip each afternoon. Field trips 
will include downtown galleries, museums, and the 
Minneapolis Art Institute.

Studio Seven Summer Program
course description and class schedules

It is not mandatory for all children to be at the studio at 8:00 A.M. If your
summer schedule is more relaxed and you would like to bring your child in
a bit later, that is fine. However I do request that all students be at the stu-
dio no later than 9:30.

During the drawing week each student will be provided with two
sketch books: a medium size sketch book with colored paper for pastel
drawing, and a large sketch book for charcoal and pencil drawings. These
will go home with the children at the end of the week.

During the painting week students will use stretched canvas and
canvas boards. We will paint with acrylic paints. Acrylic paint travel kits will
be provided for outdoor painting. The focus of this painting week will be
the human figure and landscape painting.

Students must bring their own lunch. Water bottles in swimming bags
are encouraged. Breakfast will be provided at the studio at 8:00 A.M. there
will be doughnuts, cereal, milk, and juice. For those children who prefer
not to have sugar, fruit and rice cakes will be provided. A snack will be
provided at 3:15 each day during circle time.

If it rains, the 9:30 - 12:00 activities would be changed since we
would not be able to go outside. Students in the drawing class would study
the figure inside, still life drawings would be done and if the rain continued
for more then one day we would utilize indoor facilities, places like
Edenborough in Edina, which offers a complete indoor park environment.

The painting class would paint in the studio and if the rain continued
would also take their travel kits and visit indoor facilities. Either way, rain or
shine we will still have fun and continue to draw and paint.
